DEAN'S MESSAGE 

August 2015 
 

When I tested for my AAGO certification the play-
ing portion of the exam was at St. Ambrose Catholic 
Church in Salt Lake City. The organ itself is a recent 
rebuild/merge of the original Wicks with the former 
instrument of St. Mark's Episcopal Cathedral in Salt 
Lake. It is a blending of the artistry of Michael Bi-
gelow, the Holtkamp family and the Wicks family. 
The original Wicks organ was installed in St. Am-
brose when the new church was built in 1964. It had 
2 manuals and six ranks of pipes. When St. Mark's 
commissioned their new instrument a deal was 
struck to move the old instrument to St. Ambrose. 
The wind chests and pipes from the Holtkamp were 
mixed with the Wicks pipes into a larger instrument. 
The Roper Memorial Pipe Organ (as it is known) at 
St. Ambrose is the fifth largest is the state, and was 
made possible by a generous gift from the family of 
George and Ada Roper. 
When St. Mark's commissioned the new instrument, 
there were two requests: it must be a tracker and the 
Rose Window--which had been covered by the Holt-
kamp--must be exposed.

After a few years hia-
tus her organ studies resumed with lessons from 
Susan Matthews, Michael Boney and most recent-
ly, Norma Stevlingson. Ann is organist for her 
congregation and the surrounding district. She also 
directs her church choir and has great passion for 
children’s worship singing. She is married to Kev-
